WHAT IS THE BRIDGE PROGRAM?

The Bridge Program offers an advanced language pathway for high school students who have passed
the Advanced Placement (AP) Language and Culture Exam, ‘bridging’ the gap between completion of
the exam and completing a degree in college or university.

Course Descriptions (course 3117)

‘What is Bridge? Why enroll in Bridge?”

« [Earn 3 upper division language course credits per year, allowing you to begin receiving
credit that counts toward a minor or major (college degree) in your language while still
in high school.

e Sustain and continue to build academic, professional and career levels of
communication, speaking and writing skills in the language.

« Earn college credits while still in high school, potentially saving thousands of dollars in
college tuition. (Earn 3 credits/year PLUS credits for lower division courses, total up to
25 credits!)

« Join a community, connecting with students who share being bilingual and who want to
continue to develop their language use.

WHO CAN PARTICIPATE?
« To enroll, take the AP Language Test in grade 9, 10, or 11 and score 3 or higher.
= Students may enroll after passing the AP Language and Culture test without taking the AP
course. In this way, Heritage Language students can prepare for the AP exam and
enter the Bridge Program with their AP test score.

WHERE ARE BRIDGE COURSES OFFERED?
= Each district determines their high school pathway for K-12 immersion and Bridge Language
Courses. Please contact your school or district for information.
HOW TO ENROLL
» Student and parent must enroll through the Concurrent Enrollment process, and complete
all university enrollment forms and fee payment by established deadlines, according to
university policy.
» Students must also enroll at their Bridge Program high school site.

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WHAT TO EXPECT IN A BRIDGE CLASS
Bridge Courses offer an “early college” language experience for high school students, with the
opportunity to study upper division course content with a university instructor and a high school
instructor team. Students must commit to regular attendance and to pursuing early college course work
with the support of a university and a high school co-teaching team. The university instructor co-teaches
at the high school in person one day each week. Courses and units are designed to meet university
requirements for upper division Learning Outcomes and language proficiency targets, with highly
engaging topics and Project-based Learning that asks students to consider real-world issues and
problems, engage with their local or global community to learn about perspectives on these issues, and
to design solutions or a project to present their ideas, understanding, and contributions to society.

WHAT HAPPENS WHEN | GET TO THE UNIVERSITY?

« Utah’s universities are ready to receive Bridge Students and course credit. All Bridge courses count
toward a minor/major pathway at Utah’s 6 public universities. Additionally, each university offers
unique opportunities for their own students, which may include: internships blending career choices
with professional language use, study abroad at universities in other countries, student language and
cultural associations, service learning in communities where the language is spoken, and general
education courses across the content areas (CLAC courses). Go to the following link to explore higher

;QUE ES EL PROGRAMA BRIDGE?

El programa Bridge ofrece una via linglistica universitaria temprana para estudiantes de secundaria que
obtienen una calificacion de 3 o mas en el Examen de Lenguaje y Cultura de “Advanced Placement” (AP) o
el Examen NEWL de portugués antes de su ultimo afio en la escuela secundaria.

El Programa Bridge es parte de una asociacion entre los distritos K-12 y el sistema estatal de educacion
superior, donde los estudiantes obtienen crédito de escuela secundaria contando para la graduacion
mientras se inscriben simultdneamente en la universidad y comienzan su expediente académico
universitario. Esto se denomina "Inscripcion simultanea". El programa Bridge posiciona la alfabetizacion
académica en dos o mas idiomas como un activo para las aspiraciones universitarias y profesionales de
los estudiantes. La matricula para cada curso universitario de 3 créditos es de solo $15.
